gave a short Report for the past year. This was  followed  "by state-
ments of accounts presented "by Mrs Q uin> our Treasurer, The Parish 
Church accounts showed  a  balance  in  hand  of  £25.  5.  7.,  and  those  of  
St.Mary's Church a balance in hand of £44,10,11,

are ex-efficio members of the Parochial Church Council viz, Dr, 
Clarice, our representative on the Diocesan Conference, and Miss Even-
den, Mr.Black and Mr.Jennings, our representatives on the R.D Confer-
ence Dr Clarice was elected Vice-Chairi.van of the Council, The 
following Sidesmen were elected:- Messrs. Wood, R.Small. A.T.Black.  
S.E.Field, Sutton, Dickens and Capt Quin. 

After the completion of the business of the meeting, a most 
interesting discussion on the subject "Why don't people go to Church?'1 

followed  and  was  introduced  by  Dr.Clarke,  Many  helpful  suggestions  
were made, and  we hope we may be able to give practical effect to 
some  of  them  in  due  course.,  Dr,Clarke,  amongst  other  things.  
stressed the importance of concentrating rather more upon the child-
ren. It was generally regarded as a reproach to the Parish that 
there was no Sunday School at the Parish Church end of the Parish, 
and it is high time that this reproach was  wiped  away.  If,  therefore,  
there are any v/ho are willing to help in this vitally important work, 
the Rector will be glad to welcome them We are hoping to have a 
Children's Service, at least, once a month. The first will be held 
at the Parish Church on Sunday, April 23rd at 3.30 p.m. Another 
suggestion made v/as that we might have some music after the Evening 
Service, say, once a quarter, and this seems to be well worth trying, 
Other suggestions will be borne in mind. It is unfortunate that no 
non-Churchgoers were present to tell us why they didn't go to Church. 
It would have been most helpful to hear their reasons. 

May we remind our readers that the combined meeting of the  
Easter Vestry and adjourned Annual Church Meeting, for the purpose 
of electing Churchwardens, will be held in the Vestry on Tuesday, 
April 11th at 7 p.m. 

We have much pleasure in acknowledging our indebtedness to 
Miss Knatchbull-Hugessen for the lovely gifts of curtains presented 
by her to St.Mary's Church. One set of curtains adorns the east end 
of the Sanctuary, and the other set forms side curtains to the Altar. 
We also extend  our  gratitude  to  Miss  Gouger,  v/ho very kindly

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CHURCH RESTORATION AND IMPROVEMENT PUND, As was announced in 
last month's Parish Notes, the Parochial Church Council have decided to 
make an appeal for £1,000. in order to restore and "beautify the Church 
which we all love so well, and which suffered such heavy destruction az 
a result of a flying bomb  in  July  last.  It is, of course, true that 
the War Damage Commission will undertake responsibility for all 
structural repair, but, at the same time, we are now, as the Archdeacon 
of Maidstone, after a recent visit to the Church, said, presented with 
a marvellous opportunity for improving and beautifying our Church. 

What we shall be able to accomplish depends entirely upon the 
response that will "be made to the appeal, hut there are certain im-
provements which the Parochial Church Council think are essential, 
namely, the installation of a new heating system in place of the present 
archaic and rather costly one. Then it is hoped that a new organ may 
be possible, or failing this, it will be necessary to greatly improve 
the present one, as  this  will  involve  a  cost  in  addition  to  the  amount  
of insurance payable. There still remain many other possibilities of 
improvement and beautification, which, if the money is forthcoming, may 
be undertaken. 

We appeal, therefore, with absolute confidence to all our 
parishioners, knowing that you will respond to this appeal with the 
greatest possible generosity. It is most gratifying to be able to 
state that already the members of the Pluckley Branch of the Mothers' 
Union have undertaken to raise £100. towards this Fund. We may all 
regard, any contribution we may make to this Fund as a personal thanks-

 blessinggiving for God's s during the War, and for Peace, which we 
  which we believe  will not be very long delayed.
